The Alliance To End Childhood Lead Poisoning is pleased to provide you with Lead Screening for Children in the Medicaid Program: a Tool Kit.  Inside the Tool Kit you will find something for everyone who needs to know about this vital preventive health service, including health-care providers, program administrators, health educators, and families. 

Abundant evidence supports the importance of lead screening among young Medicaid beneficiaries who, as a group, are at high risk for lead exposure and its associated burdens of learning and behavior problems.  Children who receive Medicaid benefits are entitled to receive screening for lead poisoning at 12 and 24 months of age, and up to 72 months in the absence of evidence of previous screening.  Making this entitlement a reality depends on the best efforts of the broad array of people for whom this Kit was designed.

The Tool Kit was developed under a cooperative agreement between the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Association of Teachers of Preventive Medicine through The George Washington University.  We believe that these materials will place the most up-to-date and important facts at the fingertips of the people on the front lines in the struggle to protect young children from the harmful effects of lead.
